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In The News

The number of British military personnel discharged from the armed forces following a 'nervous
breakdown' has risen by 30 per cent since the start of the Afghan war.

More than 1,300 have been medically discharged since 2001 when operations first began against the
Taliban, new figures reveal. Of these, 770 belong to the army, which has borne the brunt of overseas
operations in Iraq and Afghanistan.

But the greatest increase in those leaving the military because of 'mental and behavioural disorders'
belongs to the air force, with cases more than doubling from 20 in 2001 to 50 last year.

By comparison, 115 left the army last year, only slightly up on the 105 discharged seven years ago.

The rising numbers of service personnel leaving for psychological reasons will fuel concerns that
thousands of soldiers face being traumatised by their experiences in Iraq and Afghanistan. Health
charities claim that as many as one in 10 soldiers will develop a mental health problem from the
horrors of combat.

A Ministry of Defence spokesman said: 'The MoD recognises mental illness as a serious condition,
but one that can be treated. Robust systems are in place to diagnose and treat mental illness.'

To follow on from this the next article will show how some are overcoming their disabilities.

BRITISH LIMBLESS EX-SERVICEMANS¹
ASSOCIATION

ALL DISABLED CREW SAIL THE ATLANTIC

In the final preparatory period before departing to compete in the ondeck Trans-
Atlantic Race, the crew of The Spirit of Juno, all of whom are both ex-servicemen
and are missing at least one limb, had to completed some sea-survival exercises
in a swimming pool in London.

Following the final training
session, the crew flew to the
Cape Verde Islands to take
over their boat, and had two
days of familiarisation before
starting the race against 3
other boats of the same make
and class.

A fully able-bodied crew manned
each of the other three boats; there was no quarter
given to the BLESMA crew and they compete on even
terms.

The crossing took nearly
three weeks and was
dependent on weather
conditions. They arrived in
Bridgetown, Barbados some
time on the 21 November.
Of the crew of twelve ex-
military personnel, thirteen
are British, and the
last is a representative from
the American Wounded Warriors who lost a limb in Iraq.
A BBC film crew documented their endeavours for
broadcast later in the year.

Ernie Stables spokesman for BLESMA said, “Events of this nature are of great
Importance to the rehabilitation of our Members as they place both physical and
mental demands on the participants. We strive to prove that no challenge is
beyond their capabilities following their horrific injuries”.

AGM.

President’s Address.

Captain Young reiterated what a good night we had last night, stated that
there was a lot of important business to carry out and asked the members



for their input. He also mentioned the need to continue to recruit new
members.

Vice - Chairman’s Address.

It was mentioned that Dave Barroclough’s wife had been ill, as had Ian
Cox and his wife, June, which is why they were absent from the reunion.

Reunion 2009 and 2010

The Reunion in 2009 will take place October 9th – 11th at The Royal Beach
Hotel, Southsea with Mike Williams being the organizer.
A proposal for 2010 to be held at the Houses of Parliament, London would
be forthcoming from Roy Turp.
Mike Williams reported that the cost for the Friday and Saturday would be
£112 and would follow the usual format. This price was for 120 people
attending, a 10% charge will be invoked and the deposit potentially lost if
we do not make these numbers. It was stressed therefore that the locals
should try and attend for the whole weekend and to get as many other
people out as possible. Mike will further investigate golf and provide
details of other local attractions, booking forms are on the website or
bookings can be made directly through the hotel.

We would have to use onsite caterers and the cost of
this will be investigated. The secretary had already been in contact with
The Union Jack Club for accommodation for the reunion, with the Victory
Services Club mentioned as a 2nd option. Roy was meeting the M.P on the
4th November 2008 at The H.O.P and asked for anyone interested to attend
also. It was generally agreed that this was a one off excellent opportunity
that we should attempt to organise if we could. It is a possibility to invite
Margaret Thatcher and any other VIPs’. Captain Young stated that we
needed to move on this matter very quickly and get as many details as
possible. Roy was thanked for his efforts and a unanimous vote was given
for him to go ahead and organize it with the help of the Secretary.
Captain Young mentioned that we need to look towards 2011 and onwards
with Larne being mentioned again as a possible venue for the reunion. It

The AGM minutes to continue to be mailed out with the February
Newsletter. It would be helpful to know just how many people want to
receive the Newsletter by post as opposed to viewing it on the web, as a
reduced number of copies may well mean we could go back to Colour
printing in the future.
Scrumpy Orchard suggested and it was agreed that a cut off form would be
available on the next Newsletter for members to indicate whether they wish
to receive a printed copy.
Mel Camp and Stu Pennock reiterated the need therefore to send email
addresses in. The newsletter to be in A5 format, the usual plea for input to
the Newsletter from members was made.
It was agreed that we would seek to reduce the print run/post by asking in
this newsletter for members who were happy to receive Antrim Times but
e-mail and not hard copy.

Website.

Craig McDermott mentioned that the initial costs of revamping the website
were very reasonable and as always content was required so input from
membership please, especially from the 1975- 1980 period. It was agreed
that a membership area would be set up for sensitive information i.e. the
minutes and finances which would be password protected. Having a forum
was discussed but decided against as would be too difficult to police and
had the potential to be too much work.
A round of applause was forthcoming for Mac’s efforts.

The Secretary reported that Ian Cox had paraded the standard at
Pangbourne, as usual.
The Sec had also paraded it at Eden Camp as usual with over 90 Standards
present.
Kev Rowe had paraded the Standard at the Birmingham Tattoo and had the
unusual honour of dipping our Standard alongside the Legion Standard and
with over 1600 members of the public attending this was excellent
advertising for the association. He had also paraded the Standard at
Manchester Cathedral and his local church in an Easter parade.
Unfortunately the Manchester Tattoo was cancelled.
It was agreed that normal costs for parading the Standard would be paid as
usual.
The secretary agreed that if anybody wished to go to Pangbourne and meet
up they should contact him as soon as possible.

A.O.B

Dave Basnett made a request for a plaque to be presented to the Museum at
Grytviken, South Georgia as Antrim was not very visible in the displays
and this was agreed.
Captain Young offered a copy of the Operation Paraquet book and with
Mike Morgan's approval a copy of Antrim’s War would also be made
available if required.
Bomber Wells mentioned that indulgence flights to the Falklands were
now available with his OPPO paying £210, which included
accommodation in F.I.
Mac asked that the association investigate an association visit back to the
Falklands, this was agreed.
It was noted that a new memorabilia custodian was required due to Peter
Robinson being unable to carry on in the role. Mel Camp would keep the
memorabilia for now.
Taff Dale agreed to investigate having the Ship’s Model displayed in the
historic dockyard as long as it could be retrieved on an annual basis for the
reunion.
On behalf of Steve Churchill, Mac asked if it would be possible for an
annual donation to be made to a chosen military charity, after discussion
this was rejected (as it had been in the past) with the onus being on
individuals to donate to charities as they saw fit.



A proposal to get the association recognized by The Royal British Legion
was accepted and will be investigated.
The Secretary hoped that he would be able to secure sponsorship from
Lamb’s Navy Rum for the foreseeable future; he was also hoping to secure
a very expensive raffle prize from P & O for the next reunion. This would
be in the form of a cruise for 2 to the Falkland Islands, should this be
forthcoming a way of maximizing the income from this prize would be
investigated.

The
secretary agreed to investigate.
