The Falkland Islands Memorial Chapel at Pangbourne
College

During a busy programme of Bomb Alley book signings this year, my most poignant engagement was at the Falkland Islands
Memorial Chapel at Pangbourne College on the 6" May. Located in the heart of the Pangbourne College campus, the chapel was
opened by Her Majesty the Queen in March 2000. It serves as a permanent reminder of the sacrifice of those who died in the
war of 1982, as well as a living memorial to those involved in that conflict.

Although a confirmed atheist, the first sight of the chapel raised a lump in my throat, which soon started quivering as I entered
the foyer and spotted the list of 258 names chiselled into the large plaques on either side of the main entrance. Amongst the
names were those of some of the friends I'd lost, and I had walk away for a moment of quiet reflection as the darker memories
of the Falklands War came flooding back. As a former caterer, the point that particularly struck me was the fact that of the
names of 86 naval personnel recorded, two of them were caterers and fifteen were chefs — almost 20% of our losses.

I was visiting the chapel to conduct a book signing at a floral exhibition to commemorate the twenty-fifth anniversary of the
liberation of the Falkland Islands, and although I signed a quite a few copies, the day was dominated by the respect I felt for
those who had been lost, and those who had built this magnificent memorial in their honour.

Some people have questioned the location in a fairly remote part of the Berkshire countryside, but one cannot
challenge the brilliance of the design and the haunting sense of peace and reverence that is felt when you step
inside. I strongly urge all Falklands Veterans and their families to visit Pangbourne at least once in their lifetime. It
is an absolute must for anyone involved in that conflict. Be warned though — take loads of tissues!

Pangbourne College is located on the outskirts of the village of Pangbourne. From the M4, take junction 12. At
the roundabout at the top of the slip road, take the exit signposted Theale and Pangbourne A4. Go straight on at
the next roundabout and at the next take the 3™ exit, marked A340, to Pangbourne. As you enter turn left at the
Cross Keys public house into Pangbourne Hill. After a mile turn left into the College drive.

The Chapel is open to visitors most days, but you are advised to confirm arrangements: 01189-842101
